Miami, FL (March 19, 2007) — Sixty-two students from FIU’s College of Engineering and Computing China
cohort participated in the graduation ceremony held in Beijing, China, Saturday, March 17, 2007. These
students will receive a Master’s of Science in Electrical Engineering from FIU.
